Ngogo Hiking Trail. Vulintaba 20-21 April 2013

We arrived at Vulintaba, a rainy cool morning greeted us. After everything was 
organized and ready we headed on towards Donkie Pass. 

We turned 
away from the Donkie pass route and continued on a sort of contour path to the foot of 
Baboons Pass. We had a break and then ascended the pass. After “a huffin and a 
puffin” we reached the top, head on with an ice cold wind from the west.

He made a nice fire, 
pumped water out the river for hot water, made fire under the donkey and sorted the 
generator. He took out tables and chairs and we could sit happily with our feet nearly 
in the fire.

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Sunday morning, the sun is out and the wind is blowing from the west, we had 
breakfast and started packing up. What a pleasure...no tent, no mattresses or cooking 
gear.

One place 
there is a rope where one has to climb about 20meters. 
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The higher we ascended into the valley to the escarpment, the more vicious the wind 
became. Just arriving at the top of Ice waterfall, I had to put on my outer jacket, 
beanie and gloves.

We hiked on and about a km on we had a snack break, the wind was still howling. We 
hiked due south towards a pass going down, before descending we had another break 
enjoying the views. 
 

   
 
We took it slow going down and could see all the development at the Vulintaba 
Estate, sure are going to be an awesome place. 
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Gerhardt decided to race ahead and get his bakkie to pick us "older folk" up, yeah 
right. 
It was an enjoyable hike which I can recommend; everybody enjoyed it to the most 
and had fun.
